CIPSET’s work is a Community Participatory Action Research project focused on building non-formal community education programmes from below. Accessing and using Open Education Resources 
(OERs) for the post-

schooling sector
In identifying appropriate resources to support learning and teaching in active and meaningful ways, we are always presented with one of the following three choices:

· Adopt

· Adapt

· Create
Adopting, for example a textbook, has the advantage that we immediately have access to a wealth of, hopefully credible, systematically organised information. But it has the disadvantage that the authors probably did not have our particular learners in mind when they were writing so examples, language level and activities may not work that well for our particular learners.

In contrast, creating allows us to select and present content that speaks to the interests, experiences and needs of our particular learners, but many teachers lack both the time and the skills required.

Adapting existing resources offers a middle ground; but often teachers are constrained by copyright restrictions. For example, the default legal position on resources found on the internet, unless they explicitly state otherwise, is full rights reserved copyright. That means we cannot duplicate, share or change them without first getting written permission to do so (and probably paying a royalty fee).

Open Educational Resources (OER) can make a contribution to this process by increasing both access and quality in an affordable way and opening up the possibility of exposing students to a wider range of voices than they might otherwise have engaged with. The workshop will explore what OER are, where they can be found and some of the key issues associated with their use.
